Group assignment for “War”

Mr. Jackson/Mr. Danz
1. Assign specific categories to each group.  For example, there should be a group for grandparents, another for parents, siblings, friends, spouse, children, and significant etc. of a soldier stationed in Afghanistan or Iraq.

2. Provide specific questions or topics for each group to explore, such as “would the daily lives of your group be affected during a war?  How?” or “How would a person in your group feel towards our government, the military or our society in general?”  

3. Once they have discussed their questions in their groups, they would be asked to share with the larger group.  Hopefully, this would lead to more discussion. 
4. Need recorder, timer, presenter, facilitator

5. Be specific—use details from life and story

7. 10 minutes max in group discussion (may take closer to five)

8. 10 pts. possible. 

9. Finally, I would ask them to write a letter or e-mail to a soldier they know or to an anonymous soldier expressing their feelings. 

10. If appropriate, they could actually send these letters or e-mails to members of the armed forces and/or veterans.
