Personal Narrative Type IV Assignment (ELA 11)
Assignment Summary:  This is a type IV paper where you have the task of “pitching” an event that happened in your life to a major motion-picture studio.

Purpose:  Tell a story about yourself (autobiographical)

Writer’s Role:  You are a character and/or narrator in the story.

Audience:  A major movie studio producer

Form:  Short story (2-3 pages in MLA format)

Focus Correction Areas:

1. Focus on one main event and its impact (30 pts.)

2. Use of 3 of senses consistently (15)

3. Appropriate dialogue attribution (15)

Procedure:

1. Listen to at least two 1st person stories aloud (e.g. Stephen King’s On Writing)

2. Complete life map

3. Complete type I writings

4. write rough draft

5. peer-edit

6. read aloud

7. submit 1st final draft on MS Word

8. receive evaluation

9. complete revision sheet

10. submit 2nd final 

11. receive feedback
Additional notes:

Introduction should include background information.  

Body should include:

*Dialogue

*Build up to the main event

*Description of main event (this is the most important part)

Generally, students should show and not tell, utilize 3/5 senses in each section, and provide vivid sensory detail.

Conclusion should include a “center of gravity statement” and the significance of the event (either expressed or implied).
